Abstract: The paper will analyze two speeches of historical importance for interna-
tional relations and oratory of the 21st century. The first one is the speech of the President
of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin, of 21 February 2022, which is considered the
most significant official announcement of Russia about the events in Ukraine, and the
second one is the speech of 24 February 2022 as its logical, meaningful and contextual
continuation. Those two speeches, broadcast on multiple channels and media, last for an
hour and a half and contain a multitude of material facts exposed through special rhetorical
procedures, most often rhetorical examples of misunderstandings. The perspective of the
Russian side which could not be seen in the pro-Western media is also given here. It sets
up a euphemistic reinterpretation of the events eristically presented in the foreign media
as an invasion, an aggression, a war conflict and an attack.

Keywords: rhetoric, rhetoric procedures, political discourse, Russia, war in Ukraine

INTRODUCTION

Vladimir Putin is a political figure whose oratory attracts the attention of political
associates and rivals, whether it is his eloquent (special) choice of words or confident body
language during his public appearance. Putin speaks rarely, but in a calm and meaningful,
rhetorically thought-out way, so many media outlets (regardless of ideological orientations)
attribute this to special training and knowledge acquired in specific government jobs. In a
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56-minute speech delivered on 21 February 2022, the President of the Russian Federation,
Vladimir Putin, presented the most important facts on which the announced political de-
cision on Russia’s military activities in Ukraine was based. That speech received a sequel,
a 28-minute speech on 24 February 2022, which contained additional arguments and a
response to criticism from the West. The aforementioned speeches, apart from being held at
a special historical moment and with a special discourse as a “theory of everything” (Spivak,
2003), carry layers of meaning characteristic for the leadership of the most numerous Slavic
nation and strategic communication related to its interests. In the context of pandemic
crises (economic and those of value), a thoroughly prepared speech about the new political
reality gives an additional perspective of Russia as a proactive factor on the map of Europe.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

The rhetorical approach in this matter has special scientific significance: apart from
revealing rhetorical patterns important for most researches of communication in political
discourse, it can be used to establish the key argumentation of the Russian side.*

Since pre- Antiquity, philosophers have tried to establish what constitutes a successful
speech. Someone is trusted more, someone’s words are remembered longer, someone is said
to have charisma for public speaking. Ancient Greece is the cradle of Western civilization
as we know it today, whether it is about the political order, economy, public opinion or
science. Rhetoric as a science exists in different civilizations, but the contribution of the
ancient Greek philosophers and their successors in terms of rhetoric is relevant for our work.

Demosthenes is one of the most remembered speakers of ancient Greek oratory.
Based on his speeches, the philosophers of that time, as well as the rhetoricians of today,
recognized the desirable speech pattern. The ideal disposition,’ as established in ancient
times, has not changed until today. From this, we can conclude that disposition in speech
is an anthropological constant.

Serbian theoreticians of rhetoric, such as Branislav Nus$i¢ (2017), Sreten Petrovié
(2007), Ljubomir Tadi¢ (1995), Sima Avramovi¢ (2017), Radomir Zivoti¢ (2013) and their
contemporary successors, also wrote about such an arrangement of desirable dispositions.
The layout of the preferred disposition in speech, as seen in Demosthenes, and written
down by several domestic and foreign authors, is summarized in the Graph 1°.

* Many sciences (such as political, legislative, historical, military, diplomatic, linguistic) can further

analyze and base their interpretations on the manner and structure of what is said under certain social
conditions. In the continuation of this paper, the rhetorical theoretical framework and its importance
for the research of the mentioned speeches will be explained.
> The so-called stage of disposition in the creative process of a speech implies arranging the sequence
when what is said — how it begins, what it ends with, which figure goes before or after another, when
alogical break is made, establishing a connection with the context, etc.
¢ The introduction to the speech serves to introduce a topic (Zivoti¢, Stanojevi¢, 2013). In it, the
speaker has not yet expressed his position on the topic; the introduction is a neutral statement.

The proposition is the part in which the speaker explains what point of view he is taking, where
the audience should be clear about what he will convince them in with the arguments that follow.
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Aristotle was among the first to write about the rhetorical example (Aristotle, 1955).
He stated that all wars that have ever been fought should be recorded so that new generations
can avoid the fate of warfare. Yet, Aristotle writes, hard times are inevitable and rhetorical
example can facilitate the transmission of wisdom from ancient times. In this sense, a rhetorical
example is a figure of explaining a phenomenon from the present moment with an example
of similar practices or allusions to something from the near or distant past of the community
to which the speech refers. A rhetorical example introduces the principle of parallelism and
is characteristic of cultures with complex history. Among the Slavic peoples, it is particularly
pronounced due to the principles of oral literature and tradition. In our country, Nusi¢ was
one of the first to observe that the Slavic people are “blessed in speech” (Nusi¢, 2017, 27) and
naturally gifted for passing on experiences and knowledge. Many theoreticians of rhetoric in
our area have written about the rhetorical example, primarily on the basis of ancient conclu-
sions about it, but also contributing by their own research of current speakers and sermons.
Rhetoric as the queen of sciences - as it was called by Plato in Gorgias (Zivoti¢, Stanojevi¢,
2013, 71), and later by Cicero (Ristovi¢, 2018, 52) - rhetoric gave birth to many of today’s
sciences without which we would not be able to study public speaking - such as stylistics,
communication studies, discourse studies or genealogical studies of the genre’. The medium
of communication changes, but the principles and functions remain the same. A speech is
a form of applied monologue which is spoken in public. The rhetorical style of expression
is adapted to the target audience (domestic or foreign policy), the intended function of the
speech (speech of the president of the state and the supreme military commander), the in-
tended goals (recalling facts from the past and reinterpreting the dominantly pro-Western
image of Russia) and the medium of transmission (video on internet and TV transmission).

METHODOLOGICAL FRAMEWORK

The speech analysis was conducted using the rhetorical analysis method. It includes
a textual analysis of the content of the text, its structure and applied style of expression, as

Classification is an overview of the context and possible details that the audience should be familiar
with in order to understand better what was said (e.g., declaring those responsible for the criticized
state, etc.).

Narration is a storytelling part with a human-interest story, so that the audience can easily identify
and imagine how the topic relates to everyday life in reality.

Assertion in a speech is the most important part — argumentation (Avramovi¢, 2017).

Counter-argumentation (or refutation) is the step of anticipating the strongest argument of those
who hold the opposite point of view on the same topic, and refuting it and proving why they are wrong
and the speaker is not (Petrovi¢, 2007).

The conclusion is a part of the speech that serves to summarize and repeat the most influential
parts of the speech and to give the audience time to gradually and gently leave the topic, preferably
convinced in what was said.

7 Stylistics helps to determine the functionality of language choices in speech, communication studies
determine the relationship (and context) of the orator as the sender of the message and his audience
(receivers and interpreters of the message), discourse studies indicate the categories of projecting
reality through language and public performances, and genealogical studies help to establish the
structure of the text and recognize the text as a genre category, in the case of this work as a speech.
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well as an analysis of silent speech (diction, pauses, non-verbal aspects of communication
etc.). The basic hypothesis of the work is as follows: in President Putin’s speech, there are
frequent rhetorical actions like a rhetorical example. A rhetorical example is a rhetorical
figure of analogy with comparable and similar historical events. In the political discourse, it
can be indicative of the understanding of complex issues, such as the issue of the conflict in
Ukraine. The main research method is the rhetorical analysis, which was used in this paper
to investigate: the structure of the text, the functionality of the argumentation, and the use
of terms naming phenomena from the past and present. The sample consists, as already
mentioned, of two speeches by the President of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin,
delivered on 21 February and 24 February 2022. The authors of the paper originally intended
to investigate only the first speech, because it announces military action and declarations of
the recognition of the independence of Donetsk and Lugansk states. However, in the speech
that followed three days later, the additional information, argumentation and position of
the Russian Federation were stated in a different tone, more specific quantification, but in
the same rhetorical key, so it can be considered a continuation of the first speech. Although
the first speech would be worthy of rhetorical research in itself, the authors, looking at the
speech that followed just three days later, observe that the argumentation in it continues,
and the topic is directed into narrower branches, which is reminiscent of an answer in a
debate. Therefore, the set of those rhetorical devices from both speeches in this paper is
considered unique for the expected performance of the speaker, which in this case is the
reinterpretation of Russia as a political actor and a world power.

The materials for the sample were taken from the official website of the Kremlin,?
where video recordings of the speech in the original, transcripts of the speech in its entirety
in the Russian language and translation of the transcripts into English were published. The
authors used all the mentioned materials which will be cited here when citing examples.
The results of the research are explained below. The rhetorical analysis determined the
specifics of the above-mentioned speeches, whose very length and frequency already
indicate their importance.

ANALYSIS OF VLADIMIR PUTIN’S SPEECH
ON 21 FEBRUARY 2022

The speech begins with the title — addressing the audience in the capacity of its ap-
pointment. Although in practice the title can be omitted and Ciceros procedure in medias
res (into the heart of the matter) can be applied at the beginning of the speech. However,
when the title is used, it serves to attract attention and provoke in the listeners the feeling of
belonging to the group that is distinguished by the title. When Putin says Citizens of Russia,
friends, it is clear that the speech is intended for the citizens of the country he leads and those
who are already ready to hear and understand what follows, and not for political opponents
from the world of either home or foreign politics. This speech will, of course, be heard by
those who are neither citizens of Russia nor its friends, but the titling achieves that among
those who listen to the speech, who have multiple identities (which is not unusual in the

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postmodern world), the speech will address precisely the part of the identity needed by the
speaker to make his speech understood better. The further analysis of the speech reveals
that its entire structure fully corresponds to Demosthenes’ ideal disposition.

In the introduction, Putin states what the following speech is about: My address concerns
the events in Ukraine and why this is so important for us, for Russia. Of course, my message is
also addressed to our compatriots in Ukraine. In that step, it is clear what will be discussed,
but the speaker’s position on the topic cannot be known before the following proposition:
The matter is very serious and needs to be discussed in depth. The situation in Donbas has
reached a critical, acute stage. I am speaking to you directly today not only to explain what is
happening, but also to inform you of the decisions being made as well as potential further steps.
The proposition here serves to specify the topic by the speaker’s point of view on the topic.

The classification continues: I would like to emphasize again that Ukraine is not just
a neighbouring country for us. (...) So, I will start with the fact that modern Ukraine was
entirely created by Russia or;, to be more precise, by Bolshevik, Communist Russia.’

In this part of the speech, it becomes clear what the main arguments will be based
on, although we have not heard them yet. The announcement of proof of cultural, spiritual
and blood connections between two peoples is supported by the announcement of the his-
torical facts of the state-building moments of Ukraine and, above all, by reminding of the
decisions made during the time of the communist common state. According to this phase
of the speech, the audience can adjust their listening and reporting in the following parts
of the speech. In the following parts of the analysis, the entire text will not be cited due to
the limitation of the length of the paper, while the key points will be paraphrased or retold.

The narrative begins with a reminder of 1917, when Lenin “brutally tore off” parts of
Russia and annexed them to Ukraine. It is about determining a more specific time distance.
Nobody asked the millions of people living there what they thought, says Putin. Although the
historical facts in themselves are not considered a rhetorical example, at the level of narra-
tion, they can contribute to making the audience wonder about what nobody is asking them
today and thereby cast doubt on the events on the Ukrainian political scene. The series of
facts in which Putin states what territories of today’s Ukraine were alienated from Russia
and other countries by politicians like Lenin, Stalin, and Khrushchev, which happened in
stages for almost a whole century, is a kind of complex and multi-layered rhetorical example.

The argumentation in this speech is thoroughly prepared. The narrative about Bolshevik
Russia is followed by an extended statement about the creation of the USSR - from the
October Revolution of 1917 to its collapse. In this part, Vladimir Putin talks about the
USSR as a political system that did not suit Russia, but today’s independent states that could
never separate from the mother country because they had neither economic, nor cultural or

It seems to us that, generally speaking, we all know these facts, that this is common knowledge. Still, it is
necessary to say at least a few words about the history of this issue in order to understand what is happening
today, to explain the motives behind Russia’s actions and what we aim to achieve.
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military independence. The only reason Putin sees for that is the geographical location, i.e.,
all the new states created after the USSR are on the borders of the former Russian Empire,
from which it can be concluded that they were strategically created. The economic argument
that Russia inherited and paid off all the debts of the USSR, but did not retain ownership
of the resources and factories for which the loans were taken, is one of the most thoroughly
explained arguments in the analyzed speech. The moral argument that until the very last
moment Ukraine expected Russia’s non-reimbursed aid and preferential prices for imports,
which it did receive, is put forward by Putin as proof of his initial thesis that it is all one nation
that should not be divided along imposed ideological lines. Apart from the desire to remain
in power at all costs, Putin accuses generations of the political elite of collaborating with
the nationalists of small regions that have become states and, consequently, of encouraging
neo-Nazism in Ukraine. In dictional terms, each argument is concluded with a logical pause
and a discreet sigh from the speaker. Although the American media have long speculated
about the health of the Russian president, his demeanour and looks do not give an impression
of a sick and tired person - therefore, a sigh between historical arguments about redrawing
borders and separating two brotherly nations can be interpreted as a logical break needed
by the audience to process the received information rationally and emotionally.

The rebuttal is followed by an almost intimate, personal, familiar tone full of under-
standing. I am not trying to put the blame on anyone. The situation in the country at that
time, both before and after the Civil War, was extremely complicated; it was critical. Then
the tone gradually becomes harsher. The only thing I would like to say today is that this is
exactly how it was. It is a historical fact. Further in the speech, the phrases Soviet Ukraine
and Lenin’s Ukraine are used. In this, we can read the reinterpretation of the image of both
Russia and Ukraine, because in most of today’s media we talk about Soviet Russia, while
other countries from the USSR period are not mentioned in that context, but rather as
the victims of the Soviet times that are still oppressed by “red” Russia. And in this stage of
the speech, Putin does not fail to refer to archival materials and evidence in documents,
especially when it comes to giving away Donbas and Crimea, as one of the burning topics
of the Russian region. The refutation culminates in the final one: And today the ‘grateful
progeny " has overturned monuments to Lenin in Ukraine. They call it decommunization.
You want decommunization? Very well, this suits us just fine. But why stop halfway? We are
ready to show what real decommunizations would mean for Ukraine.

It is not unusual for the argumentation to continue after the rebuttal, i.e., that, for the
sake of liveliness of the speech, a series of arguments should be cut by refutation, especially
those that sound similar, such as a series of years, documents, historical events, etc. It also
happens to be the case in this speech and, after the historical and political arguments, there
is the argument of the sustainability of life in the regions torn between the two states, the
insufficiency of legal documents that did not fully foresee the possible development in the
new states, the paradox of functioning exclusively in the totalitarian regime of Ukraine,
which corresponds to the NATO - in the environment of Russia (although the narrative
of totalitarian and “red” Russia is promoted), as well as the virus'® of national ambitions
which ensured that even in legal documents it is stated that each group will be able to

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become independent if it wants, without taking into account that self-determination of
one part does not entitle it to the entire territory. The argument that each region was given
the right to issue citizenship and revoke the decisions of the USSR on its territory stands
out as a paradox of political governance with a predictable outcome. Another refutation is
added to that argument of thematic uniformity - therefore, the Ukrainian nationalists did
not win independence as they boast and as the West interprets it, but the badly managed
policy of the Alliance gave it to them on a “golden” platter. At this point, Putin foresees a
possible eristic counterargument of the opposite pane and refutes it in advance - Russia
has no pretensions to expansion, but defends itself against encirclement. Despite all these
injustices, lies and outright pillage of Russia, it was our people who accepted the new geopolit-
ical reality. Here are the data on the economic cooperation after the recognition of the new
states, which followed immediately after their declaration, and has continued until today.
Russia returned about 100 billion dollars of the debt of the USSR alone, not in solidarity
with other countries. Since gaining independence, Ukraine has received 250 billion dollars
from Russia. In 2019 alone, the trade exchange with Russia was 50 billion, and less than
that with the entire EU. Nevertheless, Ukraine procrastinated and finally refused to ratify
the agreement with Russia that instead of paying its part of the debt jointly, Ukraine would
give some public enterprises or resources that belonged to the USSR to be used.

The text is gradually segmented, and each segment has the role of a micro-example.
The contrast in describing Russia’s relationship with Ukraine (cooperation, good relations,
respect, billions, exchange, partnership) and Ukraine’s relationship with Russia (enjoying priv-
ileges while remaining free from any obligations, Kiev's parasitic attitude, blackmail, literally
stealing gas) serves as an additional argument. Then it goes on to explain the emergence
of aggressive Russophobia and neo-Nazism because the ideological difference of Ukraine
leaning towards the West is understood as a desirable behaviour and a departure from
everything that is Russian, even though there are still people living in Ukraine who identify
themselves as Russians or Ukrainians who speak the Russian language.

The role of the foreign factor has dominantly determined the political direction
of Ukraine, Putin claims, citing data on the activities of NGOs and the inflow of foreign
money into them, political programs copied from other countries that are neither spatially
nor culturally close to Ukraine, frequent changes in legislation to adapt to the demands of
the US and, the enrichment of the oligarchy on foreign accounts, deceptions in pre-elec-
tion promises to be closer to Russia, even though they behave the opposite immediately
after coming to power. Essentially, the so-called pro-Western civilizational choice made by
the oligarchic Ukrainian authorities was not and is not aimed at creating better conditions
in the interests of people’s well-being but at keeping the billions of dollars that the oligarchs
have stolen from the Ukrainians and are holding in their accounts in Western banks, while
reverently accommodating the geopolitical rivals of Russia.

This long sentence covers several dimensions of argumentation. Although it is not
repeated in the same words, a rhetorical example can be seen in the anaphoric recognition
from the beginning and the people did not ask. With that argument, Putin places Russia in
the moral position of the dispenser of justice, which was denied to the Ukrainian people
due to separation from Russia. When he refers to the political elite of Ukraine, the terms
are negative: theft, oligarchy, personal interests, the virus of nationalism, corruption, etc.
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When he speaks about the Ukrainian people, the choice of words is euphemistic
and positive, turned to an ameliorative meaning: diversity, power of the people, sincerity,
alliance, respect for the system (acceptance of civic duties) etc.

The review of the events of 2014 is also supplemented with statistics and sums:
Putin cites the fact that the US gave a million dollars a day to implement a revolution that
resulted in the torture of the Russian population in Ukraine. Every value qualification
or moral condemnation of a procedure or event is supported by data, precise sums and
official documents. The recommendation in public speaking is to prove every claim as in
a court of law, i.e., to provide sources and facts that the audience could see for themselves.

The convincing narrative argument is related to the emigration of the population
from Ukraine, where it is emphasized that millions of Ukrainians fled the country in search
of a better life even without Russia’s war activities. It is an eristic prediction of the possible
argument of the adversary when military activities begin, which turns out to be correct. The
collapse of the Ukrainian economy is also explained by the fact that two large world-famous
Soviet factories were shut down in Ukraine in 2021. The state is privatized and the people
assimilated. Crimea is besieged by radical Islamist organizations, which is collapsing the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church in order to sever ties with the Moscow Patriarchate. The new
military strategy of Ukraine is focused exclusively on international support in the confron-
tation with Russia and the renewal of the nuclear program for mass destruction weapons, for
which they already have the facilities. NATO “exercises” in the territory of Ukraine, where
the bases are only called missions. They assure Russia that NATO is not doing anything and
that nothing will change overnight, but even after the unification of Germany in the 1990s,
there were violations of similar promises. Russia has fulfilled everything it committed itself
to, including the Russia-NATO Council and the cooperation with the OSCE.

Putin also gave exclusive information — which is always interesting to the audience
because then they have the feeling that the speaker is revealing the secret of the world,
magic, or at least friendly gossip. For the first time, he publicly said that after taking office
as president, he spoke with then US President Bill Clinton and he asked him how America
would react if Russia asked to join NATO. The answer was vague, reserved and restrained.
Nevertheless, NATO is still expanding today. These activities are not due to Russia’s internal
politics, says Putin, but due to the traditionally hostile attitude of the US towards Russia.
The USA foresees the so-called pre-emptive strike that, in a nutshell, means to attack a
potential rival without reason. At that point, Putin repeats that Russia advocates a solution
at the negotiating table, diplomatically, and not with weapons. In the current circumstances,
when our proposals for an equal dialogue have actually remained unanswered, when the level
of threats to our country has increased significantly, Russia has every right to respond in order
to ensure its security. That is exactly what we will do.

Recalling the events in Donbas after the 2014 revolution in terms of terror and genocide
of 4 million inhabitants, Putin introduces the conclusion as the last item in the speech'!.

" Conclusion: In this regard, I consider it necessary to take a long overdue decision and to immediately

recognise the independence and sovereignty of the Donetsk People's Republic and the Lugansk People’s
Republic. I would like to ask the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation to support this decision and
then ratify the Treaty of Friendship and Mutual Assistance with both republics. These two documents
will be prepared and signed shortly. We want those who seized and continue to hold power in Kiev to
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This part of the speech could have been a short press release to inform the interested pub-
lic. However, thorough argumentation and coherent structuring of the discourse on the
relevant details of the context was important for an adequate understanding of the world
order. The history of the world, politics and oratory would not be the same without the
speech analyzed in this chapter.

ANALYSIS OF VLADIMIR PUTIN’S SPEECH
ON 24 FEBRUARY 2022

The continuation of the address of the President of Russia begins with a summary of
what was already said in the previous address. The reason for the second speech on the same
topic is to respond to political criticism, the announced sanctions, but also to supplement
what could still be said. Genre-wise, this is the second stand-alone speech and there is no
official response or denial in the form of a speech by the opposing side to be considered a
response in the debate; however, according to the content, argumentation and concise form
compared to the previous speech, we can see some elements of debating with the opposite
side, even if the opposing arguments from the West came only from short comments for
the media. Openness to debate is desirable in public speaking, especially when it comes to
political discourse. “The presence of free public debate and dialogue is at the same time
a sign of the absence of authoritarian and totalitarian elements of the system” (Perisic,
Kali¢anin, 2022, 74). The speaker who self-confidently begins a debate makes an impression
of a tolerant, accessible, as well as well-informed person who is sufficiently familiar with
the topic to engage in the discussion.

An interesting thing about this announcement is that after it (more than after the
first analyzed speech intended primarily for the citizens of Russia and Ukraine), plenty of
diplomatic activities followed, specifically numerous phone calls and meetings between
the president of Russia and the presidents of other influential countries (Turkey, France,
India, China, Israel etc.). This is expected because the second speech is directed towards
the world, i.e., it is intended for other countries because the topic is the world order and
the relationship of power in it. The first argument refers to the rhetorical example of the
Cold War, i.e., of the USA’s relations with other countries after declaring themselves the
victors. Here, Putin makes a moral point that the winner, if truly the winner, should be
merciful and patient with the losers, just as Russia was with its allies after World War II.

However, Putin says, the US did not do it that way and cites the cases when it wronged
the innocent population of the countries that were not submissive. The first example he cites
is the bombing of Serbia in 1999. Putin calls it a bloody military operation waged against
Belgrade, without the UN Security Council’s sanction but with combat aircraft and missiles
used in the heart of Europe. He further states that even today his Western colleagues avoid
discussing this violation of international law and talking about some other details that
interest them in connection with these events. The example of Belgrade is elaborated, and

immediately stop hostilities. Otherwise, the responsibility for the possible continuation of the bloodshed
will lie entirely on the conscience of Ukraine’s ruling regime. As I announce the decisions taken today,
remain confident in the support of Russia’s citizens and the country’s patriotic forces. Thank you.
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then examples of the invasion and occupation of Iraq, Libya and Syria before the eyes of
the world are listed.

Deception is a common term in this speech when it is explained that there were prom-
ises that NATO would not expand towards Russia, and this is exactly what is happening year
after year. Since it is a speech intended for the international community, Putin uses more
professional terms such as unilateral disarmament of Russia, international law, violation of
agreements... He speaks less in a narrative style and there are no warm human stories about
everyday life as in the previous speech, but instead the narrative is enlivened with political
stories about the bombing of Belgrade, the fates of the leaders of Iraq and Libya, etc. Putin
further cites the fact that in December 2021, he tried to establish an agreement with the
USA on mutual non-aggression, but that this attempt was futile in the same way as when
the Soviet Union tried to calm the tensions of the Second World War in 1941, but Germany
refused it and attacked the USSR without notice. In this argument, too, a rhetorical example
is noticeable, aimed at making the audience experience the certainty of the threat to Russia’s
security (learned from experience), but also at establishing the argument about neo-Nazism,
which was explained in the previous speech and additionally argued in the second.

Related to this is the announcement of a special military operation, as Putin euphe-
mistically called Russia’s activities on the soil of Ukraine, with the aim of demilitarizing and
denazifying Ukraine. It is not our plan to occupy the Ukrainian territory. The sacrifices our
people had to make to defeat Nazism are sacred. This does not contradict the high values of
human rights and freedoms in the reality that emerged over the post-war decades. In this part
of the speech, the President of Russia, Vladimir Putin, uses a similar procedure as when he
says in the first speech: You want decommunization? Very well, this suits us just fine. Here he
seems to say to the West: if you set the game in which Russia is “red”, you will be the Nazis in
that division of roles. In martial arts, as well as in a debate as verbal wrestling, as Plato called
it in Gorgias (Zivotié, Stanojevi¢, 2013), the golden rule is that the one who defends himself
should not attack, but pull instead so that the attacker falls with his own strength. The narrative
that is so intensely promoted against Russia is difficult to change by proving that some of it
is incorrect or misplaced, but can only be circumvented if the negative narrative is turned
in on€’s favour. Narrating with rhetorical examples categorizes NATO and the USA into a
niche that they themselves predicted - opposite “red” Russia, there are the Nazis and those
who consider Russia hated usually have conquering pretensions towards the whole world.

DISCUSSION

Russian President Vladimir Putin was the first to state the argument about a war in the
centre of Europe - the bombing of Serbia. In a debate, the rule is “strike first” because the
opposing side will have to answer, and they will spend time proving that it is not so instead
of dedicating time to their argument. The opposite ideological side, indeed, tried to turn
that argument in their favour - because few people remember the bombing of Serbia; there
is a Serbia/Syria/Siberia dilemma; the negative narrative about Serbia has been established
ever since the time of Austria-Hungary (Glisovi¢, 2011), while Ukraine, on the contrary,
has been presented in the Western media as an oppressed state of the European people
resisting the pressure of the “reds”. Ukraine’s Eurovision performances, starting with the
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revolutionary/genocidal year of 2014, have been an intensive propaganda tool, although
according to Eurovision rules, political messages in the representatives’ performances
should be a disqualifying factor. Therefore, the Cold War conflict of the two world images
was not renewed, nor did it begin with the announcement of the President of Russia, but
has existed for decades as smouldering smoke that shows where the fire was. However, the
West’s counter-argument that Russia attacked a country in the middle of Europe, expressed
after Putin’s argument that NATO bombed a country in the centre of Europe only because
it did not submit to their interests and political plans, met with condemnation from the
world public because the narrative of white, blue-eyed refugees was forced more than when
it comes to dark-skinned refugees and those of other races. This is precisely why the argu-
ment from the speech on 24 February came to the fore - all NATO interventions, starting
with Serbia in the centre of Europe, and especially those in Iraq, Libya, Syria, Afghanistan,
etc., are not less sinful just because the victims were people with a different orientation or
different political and ideological convictions, and the aggressor was NATO or the USA.
And indirectly, and not only directly, the proof of neo-Nazi tendencies plays a role in the
reversal of the discourse on Russia in world public opinion.

President Putin himself has accepted a role that corresponds to the order of things
in which Russians are “red” and the others are Nazis; by analyzing the stylistic choices
used, it can be seen that in these two speeches, Putin uses numbers and figures more often
than usual, especially when it comes to sums of money. By mentioning billions, millions,
percentages, earnings with specific numbers that someone has appropriated from public
goods, Putin uses a typical tool of socialist rhetoric - leftists in the 19th century (and later)
quoted the sums of money spent by monarchs on themselves, or the debts that the people
should return, in order to convey to the citizens the extent of frauds and thefts of those in
power. Paradoxically, with abstract concepts like dizzying sums, politicians can get closer
to the people, which was the goal of these speeches. The unification of the interests of the
Russian and Ukrainian people, and perhaps something more than that, is Russia’s long-term
strategic goal. This is not surprising if we bear in mind part of Putin’s inaugural speech
upon taking office as the President of Russia in May 2000: I consider it to be my sacred duty
to unify the people of Russia, to rally citizens around clear aims and tasks, and to remember
every day and every minute that we have one Motherland, one people and one future."

CONCLUSION

The paper presents the following hypothesis: in the speech of President Putin, there
are frequent rhetorical actions like a rhetorical example. A rhetorical example is a rhetorical
figure of analogy with comparable and similar historical events. This hypothesis is proven
by numerous examples of the use of a rhetorical example as the main rhetorical figure
for shaping an argument. The President of Russia, Vladimir Putin, demonstrated similar
tendencies throughout the century with a rhetorical example, which enabled the negative

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narrative about Russia to be reversed and the dominant image of Russia to be reinterpreted.
The structural rhetorical analysis established that the desired disposition structure was
fully implemented, and that all its levels were thoroughly prepared and explained with
stylistic-rhetorical figures adequate for shaping such an argument or narrative. Moreover,
non-verbal communication and diction tools were used designedly, with intention and in
the service of a better understanding of what was said. Apart from the rhetorical example,
there are many figures in the speeches such as repetition, contrast, anaphora and, in terms
of genre, we are talking about two speeches as a monologue form. Nevertheless, the debating
character of the second sermon gives a special polemical note and value to further research
on oratory in the context of the conflict in Ukraine.
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
